(Leader) Do you welcome the responsibility of this service because you are determined to follow
the Lord Jesus, to love neighbors, and to work for the reconciling of the world?

(Commussioners) I do.

(Leader) Will you serve the people with energy, intelligence, imagination, and love, relying on
God’s mercy and rejoicing i the power of the Holy Spinit?

(Commissioners) I will, with God’s help.

(Leader) Do we, as members of the Presbytery of Giddings-Lovejoy, accept these brothers and



sisters as commissioners and advisory delegates to the 227th General Assembly, chosen
by God through the voice of the church, to guide us in the way of Jesus Christ?

(All) We do.

(Leader) Do we promise to support and encourage them as they seek to fulfill their
responsibilities i this ministry?

(All) We do.

(Leader) Let us pray:

(All) Almighty God, in Jesus Christ you called disciples, and by the Holy Spirit, make them
one church to serve you. Be with members of the General Assembly. Help them to
welcome new things you are doing in the world and to respect old things you keep and
use. In their deliberation, bring about what is best for us and for all people. As they
meet, let your Holy Spirit guide so that the whole church may be joined in love and
service to Jesus Christ, who, having gone before us, is coming to meet us in the
promise of your kingdom. Amen.
